Item 1 Apologies for absence
1.1 Apologies were received from Cllrs: Foley, McFadzean and Wiltshire Councillor Christine Crisp. 

1.2 Following the meeting apologies were also received from Cllrs Mastin-Lee and Jeary.

Item 2 – Declarations of Interest in items on the Agenda
2.1 Cllr Wilkins declared an interest in a planning application at 9c on the agenda.  This is an application for work to his property. 
 
Item 3 – Minutes of the last meeting

3.1 Minutes from the full meeting dated 1st December 2015 were approved by all present and signed by the Chairman.
Item 4 – To discuss Items on the Clerks Report previously circulated to members

4.1 Sent comments to Wiltshire Council regarding planning applications considered at the December meeting and those circulated to members following the meeting.
4.2 Added the newly adopted documents from the December meeting to the Parish Web Site:  Publications Scheme, Communications Protocol, Equality Scheme, Health and Safety Policy, Records Management Policy and Data Protection Policy.  

4.3  Arranged for Derek Norris to re-paint the iron tree guards from outside the Church.
4.4  Supplied Cllr Mastin-Lee with a copy of the Hilmarton Parish Council letterhead so that he could write to SSE regarding the damage caused to the small-grassed area and planter by the telephone box in Goatacre.
4.5 Supplied Cllr Mastin-Lee with the contact details for the Guinness Trust so that he could write to them to seek assurance that they did not intend to sell of the newly built affordable homes in Poynder Place under the new Government scheme.
4.6  Contacted some of the more vulnerable residents in Lammas Close alerting them to the fact that are rouge traders in the area and to be cautious.

4.7  Passed on printed copies of the welcome leaflet for new residents in Poynder Place.
4.8  Informed Cllr Files that Mrs Cleland will be seeking permission to have the large fir trees cut down next to the Church Wall.   This work has now been carried out.
4.9 Contacted the School who have agreed that the School Hall can be used at short notice should attendance at a Dementia Friends meetings be larger than expected.  
4.10  Booked a meeting with Dementia Friends for Tuesday 22nd March at 7.00pm in the Community Room Hilmarton.  Agreed with Compton Bassett Parish Council that they could invite residents of Compton Bassett to attend the meeting we have organised.

Item 5 – To discuss correspondence received in relation to use of the School Playing Field

5.1 Following a discussion and revision of old documents, it was agreed the land in question would not be withdrawn as an asset of community value, as proper notice was given of our intent to register the land and during the 8 week notice period no one contested the application. 
The Parish Council do not agree with some of the other statements made in the letter from Mrs Doe and Mr Burchell for the following reasons: 

In 1968 Hilmarton Parish Council requested that the Village children be allowed to use this playing field after school hours.  This was agreed by the Education Committee and by the owners of the field with an increased rent of £5.00 per year.
On 28th May 1986 a Planning Application was approved by North Wilts District Council granting change of use of the land to Public Open Space, Amenity Area and Adventure Playground.

Cllr Hays joined the meeting during discussion of this item

Item 6 – To receive a report from Cllr Files and the Chairman following their attendance at the Emergency Planning Workshop.
6.2  It was reported the workshop was very useful, and it was agreed by those who attended that Parishes should complete their own emergency plans and then feedback the information and share each others plans within the community area. 

The Clerk will pass on a copy of the recently completed Lyneham and Bradenstoke Emergency Plan to the Chairman for guidance. 

Item 7 – To discuss changing the time of the Parish Council Meetings to 7.00pm rather than 7.30pm
7.1  Following discussion it was agreed to leave the start time for meetings at 7.30pm as it was more convenient for members who may not finish work until later.

8.10 Two quotes had been received for resurfacing the Play Park and removal of old bark and timberwork. 

It was resolved to accept the quote received from Kevin Iles House & Garden Services for the sum of £5330.00. 

Before the work is given the go ahead permission will be sought from Wiltshire Council approving allocation of the S106 funding towards this project. 

Item 9 – Planning 

9.1 Updates of planning applications had previously been circulated to members.
9.2  Planning Application 16/01813/FUL – Two storey front and side extension and front porch – 5 Snow Hill Hilmarton.  After discussion it was agreed there we no objections to the application.
9.3  Planning Application 16/02073/FUL – Re-divide existing single dwelling to original state of two dwellings – No 30 and 31 Church Road Hilmarton. After discussion it was agreed there we no objections to the application.

9.4  Planning Application 16/02150/FUL – Demolition of barn, alterations to main dwelling plus conversion of attached stone barn with extensions to form one dwelling, new detached garage and farm office, formation of new access road – Cowage Farm Hilmarton. After discussion it was agreed there we no objections to the application.


Item 10 – Exchange of Information
10.1 Cllr Delamere asked if we could request the re-marking of the white lines as you enter the Village of Hilmarton and at the junction of Church Road/Compton Road.  The Chairman will report these via the

10.2 Cllr Hays reported she had attended the Goatacre Village Hall AGM.
10.3 Cllr Files has reported to WC the erosion at the top of the Bridleway from Church Road down to the brook.  The reference no he was given is 598664. 

10.4  Cllr Stott reported he has not yet attended a CATG meeting as there seems to be some confusion with meeting dates.  He was informed a meeting was being cancelled and then apparently it went ahead.

10.5 Cllrs Stott and Henly discussed having the Parish Clock serviced.  This will be made an agenda item for next month.
10.6 Cllr Wilkins had noted the problem of water running down Goatacre Lane had still not been resolved, nor had the flooding at Broadditch.  It was agreed Cllr Wilkins should contact Martin Cook.
