Item 1 – Election of Chairman and Signing of Acceptance of Office

Item 2 – Election of Vice Chair

6.2  COUNTY AREA TRANSPORT GROUP – Cllr Stott.  
All the above were agreed unanimously.


Item 7 – Appointment of an Internal Auditor
7.1  The Clerk informed members that Chris Chapman was willing to carry out the Internal Auditor role next year and proposed he should be appointed.  This was agreed unanimously. 
Item 8 – Minutes of the last Meeting
8.1    The minutes of the last meeting dated 5th April 2016 were agreed as correct by all Councillors present and signed by the Chairman.

Item 9 – Clerks Report

9.1 Sent comments to Wiltshire Council regarding planning applications considered at the April meeting and those circulated to members following the meeting.
9.2 Sent a letter to Mrs Doe and Mr Burchell stating we would not be withdrawing the playfield as an asset of community value.

9.3 Sent a copy of the Lyneham and Bradenstoke Emergency Plan to the Chairman.
9.4 Sent in an application for the s106 funding along with 2 quotes in relation to the improvements to Hilmarton Play Park. 
9.5 Prepared the Annual Accounts for the year ending 31st March 2016 ready for the External Auditors.

9.6 Made an appointment with the Internal Auditor who has now checked and signed off on all the internal control objectives. 

Item 10 – Finance

10.2 Cheque no 00362 paid to WALC for £270.86 for Annual Subscriptions.
10.3 The Annual Governance Statement for the external Auditors had previously been circulated to members and was approved and signed by the Chairman and Clerk.
10.4 The Annual Accounting Statement and Accounts for year ending 31st March 2016 had previously been circulated to members and were approved and signed by the Chairman.
10.5  Funding for the service and repair to the Parish Clock was approved and will come from the allocated budget. 

Item 11 - Planning

11.1   Councillors were updated on Planning Applications by a list that had been previously circulated.

11.2   The Clerk had received an application in the post this morning application no 16/04180/TCA for tree work in the front gardens of the Almshouses numbers 1-5 in Church Road, Hilmarton.  The work is mainly to reduce the size of the trees so that they do not interfere with the overhead cables, some reshaping of the trees will also take place.   There was no objection to the application (See declarations of interest above) 


Item 12 - Exchange of Information
12.1  Cllr Stott reported the appearance of pot holes in Church Road outside of the Almshouses.
12.2  Cllr Wilkins reported he is meeting with Martin Cook next week to discuss the water in Goatacre Lane and the remarking of the white lines at the entrance of Hilmarton Village.  Cllr Wilkins agreed to raise the issue of the above item with Martin Cook at the same time. 
12.3 Cllr Stott reported that he had now attend a CATG meeting.
12.4 Cllr Christine Crisp reported that Ringway had now been appointed as Highways Contractors for Wiltshire Council.

12.5  Cllr McFadzean asked if any action had been taken regarding the tree that had fallen into the brook at Hilmarton.  Cllr Wilkins said he would contact the landowners again.
