Item 1 Apologies for absence
1.1 Apologies were received from Cllrs: L Hays.  Cllr Jeary also apologised for non attendance following the meeting.  

Item 2 Helen Hodgkinson on Hilmarton Primary School Matters
2.1 Helen updated the Parish Council on the School/HSA Plans for replacing the two mobile classrooms with one bespoke building more fit for purpose.  She explained that the School are currently fundraising and are hoping to start/complete the project in the Summer of 2019.  Members were very supportive of the idea as they realised how unsuitable and old the current rooms are.
2.2 Helen raised the issue of ownership of the School playground currently owned by the HSA.  After discussion with the Headteacher she as Chair of the HSA and the Head would like ownership of the Playground to be passed to a local Community Group who are more aware of the history of the site.

It was suggested that perhaps Hilmarton Community Association might be considered as an option. 

There was also consideration to be given to the ownership of the new building as discussed above as this would not be funded by Wiltshire Council Education Department. 

2.3 Regarding the above two items members present all agreed further discussion and solution were required but agreed that both areas would be best in the ownership of a stable Parish Community Group. 

It was also agreed that whilst still in use by the School both the building and playground maintenance should remain the responsibility of the School. 

Further thought will be given by all and another meeting will take place later.
