Item 1 – Election of Chairman and Signing of Acceptance of Office
1.1  Cllr Henly was nominated for the position of Chairman.  There were no other nominations and the vote was passed unanimously.  

1.2  Cllr Henly signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office following the meeting. 

Item 2 – Election of Vice Chair 

2.1 Cllr Wilkins was nominated as Vice Chair.  There were no other nominations and the vote was passed unanimously.


Item 3 – Declaration of Interest in items on the Agenda
3.1 There were no declarations of interest in items on the agenda at this point of the meeting. 

Item 4 – Apologies for absence
4.1  Apologies were received from Cllr Fry, due to work commitments.  

Item 5 – Appointment of Members to serve on the following Committees
The following Committee appointments were discussed, proposed and agreed. 
5.1    PLANNING SUB COMMITTEE – Cllrs: Wilkins, Henly, McFadzean and Files plus any other Councillor from the area appertaining to the Planning Application. 
5.2    GOATACRE VILLAGE HALL COMMITTEE – Cllr Hays. 
The above were all agreed unanimously.

Item 6 – Appointment of Representatives for the following Bodies
The following appointments to Bodies were discussed, proposed and agreed. 
6.1   COUNTY RIGHTS OF WAY - Cllr Files and Cllr Fry – Cllr Fry had agreed to support Cllr Files in this role prior to the meeting.
6.2  COUNTY AREA TRANSPORT GROUP – Cllr Warren-Willcox.  
All the above were agreed unanimously.


Item 7 – Appointment of an Internal Auditor
7.1  Members were informed that Chris Chapman was willing to carry out the Internal Auditor role next year, it was proposed he should be appointed.  This was agreed unanimously.   
Item 8 – Minutes of the last Meeting
8.1    The minutes of the last meeting dated 3rd March 2021 were agreed as correct by all Councillors present and signed by the Chairman.
Item 9 – Clerks Report

9.1  Reported to Wiltshire Council Planning Department comments from the Parish Council relating to planning applications received since March 2021.

9.2  Sent nomination papers to all existing Parish Councillors’.

9.3  Delivered all nomination papers to Monkton Park Elections Team.

9.4  Prepared Annual Parish Council Accounts and filled in the appropriate forms for the External Auditor.

9.5  Sent relevant documents to the Internal Auditor for approval.  Received the relevant forms back from Internal Auditor ready for approval at the Annual Parish Council Meeting.

9.6  Reported fallen branches to Wiltshire Council along the Compton Road and once again expressed concern over the danger of the condition of the trees in this area.  A request has been made to Matt Perrott to supply a copy of the tree survey reports, which have been carried out by Wiltshire Council, and both the landowners of this stretch of wooded area.

9.7  The Parish Steward continues to do an excellent job on his monthly visits – Councillors are urged to put forward jobs for him to carry out.

10.3 The Internal Auditors Report was received and noted.
10.4 The Annual Governance Statement for 2020/21 for the external Auditors had previously been circulated to members and was approved and signed by the Chairman and Clerk.
10.5 The Annual Accounting Statement and Accounts for year ending 31st March 2021 had previously been circulated to members and were approved and signed by the Chairman.  

10.6 The certificate of exemption for the External Auditors was approved and signed by the Chairman.

Item 11 - Planning

11.1   Councillors were updated on Planning Applications by a list that had been previously circulated.

Item 12 - Exchange of Information
12.1  Cll Wilkins requested that the insurance value of the Well/Pump House was checked to make sure there was adequate cover should it ever need to be rebuilt.

12.2 Cllr Files reported that 2 street lights in Poynder Place are flickering – He will report to Wiltshire Council – Cllr O’Neill volunteered to follow up if no action was taken.  He also said should there any complaints about the brightness of the lights, he could help resolve that as well. 
12.3  Cllr Maynard noted that as the most recent member of the council, his profile on the web site appears top of the list.  He asked if this could possible be changed so that the Chairman and Vice Chairman could be at the top.  The Clerk will check to see if this can be arranged. 

12.3  Cllr Leaning reported her concern about the numbers of large lorries using the A3102.

12.4 Cllr Leaning also reported an increase in dog fouling since lockdown.  She had recently collected a full supermarket carrier bag full on a walk in Goatacre.  Other Councillors agreed there seemed to be an increase throughout the Parish.  The Clerk will put a notice on the Neighbourhood News Facebook page and on the Goatacre and Hilmarton What’s App sites.  Cllr O’Neill will see if WC has any sticky notices we can add to all our waste bins encouraging dog owners to use the bins provided.  Progress will be monitored and investigation into obtaining more bins and organising private collections of waste may need to be followed up if things don’t improve.

12.5 Cllr O’Neill suggested a small group consisting of himself, and two councillors, one from Hilmarton and One from Goatacre meet and consider all the concerns regarding the whole stretch of the A3102 running through the Parish – speed, types of vehicles and volumes of traffic.  All concerns can then be noted and raised with WC in a full report rather than keep putting forward individual concerns.   It was agreed Cllr Leaning representing Goatacre and Cllr Warren-Willcox representing Hilmarton along with support from Cllr Files, being the ex CATG member, would meet at some point next week to get the ball rolling. 

Cllr Maynard expressed a concern and hoped a solution would not be the suggestion of installing yet another roundabout.

12.6  Cllr O’Neill also mentioned that WC had a number of mobile cameras that can be moved to various locations especially to monitor traffic issues and fly tipping.  He will investigate to see if we can use these at some point in the future. 

12.7  Cllr O’Neill is also going to check to see if he has any notices that can be erected stating there are cameras in popular fly tipping spots. These could act as a deterrent as fly tipping appears to be on the increase as well as dog fouling.  The system for booking an appointment with the recycling centres is due to end soon so hopefully that will also ease the fly tipping issue.
